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The novel human coronavirus disease COVID-19 has become the fifth documented pandemic since the 1918 flu pandemic. COVID-19 was first reported in Wuhan, China and subsequently spread worldwide. The coronavirus was officially named Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus 2 (SARSCoV-2) by the International Comitte on Taxonomy of Viruses based on phylogenetic analysis. SARS-COV-2 is believed to be a spill over of an animal coronavirus and later adapted the ability of human-to- human transmission. Because the virus is highly contagious, it rapidly spreads and continuously evolves in the human population. 

Past International Actions
· Some countries increased their rate of testing patients per day. Though there was a sudden jump in number of corona positive patients but it helped them in controlling the situation. 

· Many countries announced lockdown in their nations which meant people have to stay at home unless it is absolutely necessary to go out. This practice helped to control the situation of community spread as people were not coming in contact with new people, this reduces their chances of being infected and also, contributed in avoiding the situation of community spread. 

· Masks were made mandatory for the citizens when they move out of their houses. They were also asked to practice social distancing strictly and wash their hands after coming back for 20-30 seconds. 

· Countries like Seychelles, Fiji etc. announced ban on cruise ships, along with travel to China, South Korea, Italy and Iran. The motive behind this step was to prevent the entry of any infectious person who may bring the virus with him/her.

Country's  policies

· The travel advisory was issued along with the initiation of screening the flights. All passengers entering India undergo Universal Health Screening. According to the data, 1.5 million passengers have been screenedat airports, 44 thousand at airport and more than  2 million at land borders. 
·  India has taken every step to ensure safety of its citizens.There have been evacuation  operations from Wuhan, Iran, Italy, Japan and Malaysia. The evacuees were brought to quarantine facilities which were set up on a real time basis on a war footing. 
· A novel coronavirus landing page on the Ministry of Heath's website gives the number of phone helplines, as well as detailed advice and guidelines. 
· One of the biggest way to prevent community spread of infection is through avoiding going in crowded places. People were asked to avoid or postpone mass gatherings until the virus is contained. Schools, gyms and swimming pools are the worst hit regions. 
· Press ads about basic do's and don'ts of COVID-19 management were  released and more press ads dealing with other aspects are being developed and released as  the situation progresses.
·  A network of labs across the country has been set up to facilitate early and timely sample testing. WHO has identified the National Institute of Virology in Pune as the referral laboratory for the entire Southeast Asia region. From one laboratory in January, 2020 to 223 laboratories nationwide now over 190,000 samples have been  tested to date. India is also developing indigenous testing kits to meet higher demand of more extensive testing.
       Solutions
· There is shortage of medical equipments like masks, PPE kits etc. Government should encourage textile industries to increase their production by taking all the necessary precautions. Also, those industries which were earlier sewing chef's whites and school uniforms should shift themselves turning out face masks for health care workers.

· Same can be done for oil companies, some of the companies should  themselves towards making hand sanitizers. In this way, we can meet the required number of equipments we require to fight this battle against COVID-19.

· The problem of number of doctors can be solved by taking final year medical students and providing them one month of training. This will solve our problem of shortage of doctors and students will get an experience of serving people ( it is mandatory for all the medical students should have an experience of serving people after they complete their studies). This will help both the nation as well as the students in their career.
